The gift of WISDOM allows us to see God at work in the world and in our lives, giving a deeper meaning to all 
things. 
 

The gift of UNDERSTANDING helps us to comprehend the ways in which we should live in light of the truths of 
God, so we are not confused or misled by the attractions of the world. Through the right us of this gift, we can 
use our powers of reason to better understand the truths of existence. 
 

The gift of COUNSEL, also called RIGHT JUDGMENT, helps us see the difference between what is truly right and 
what is truly wrong, and then to choose the right. This gift helps us avoid sin and follow the prudent path of virtue that Christ has pro-
vided to help us be happy, even in this life.
