In the first reading from the first book of Samuel, the Lord keeps calling
Samuel who does not answer him until Eli advises him how to respond to the
next time he hears the Lord. The youth Samuel hears God’s voice but doesn’t
recognize him as being God. God keeps calling and with Eli’s help Samuel is
finally able to hear God’s word.

In this Sunday’s gospel John the Baptist sees Jesus and declares him to be the
Lamb of God. Andrew, the first called disciple, leaves John to follow Jesus and

brings his brother Simon Peter.
