Dear Parishioners, 
After the seasons of Lent and Easter, and the special celebrations of Pente-
cost, Trinity Sunday, and Corpus Christi, we finally return to the normal Sun-
days of Ordinary Time.

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St. Junipero Serra 
Miguel Jose Serra was born on the island of Majorca on November 24, 1713, and took 
the name of Junipero when in 1730, he entered the Franciscan Order. Ordained in 1737, 
he taught philosophy and theology at the University of Padua until 1749. 
 
At the age of thirty-seven, he landed in Mexico City on January 1, 1750, and spent the 
rest of his life working for the conversion of the peoples of the New World. 
 
In 1768, Father Serra took over the missions of the Jesuits (who had been wrongly ex-
pelled by the government) in the Mexican province of Lower California and Up-
per California (modern day California). An indefatigable worker, Serra was in large part 
responsible for the foundation and spread of the Church on the West Coast of the Unit-
ed States when it was still mission territory. 
 
He founded twenty-one missions and converted thousands of Indians. The converts 
were taught sound methods of agriculture, cattle raising, and arts and crafts. 
 

Junipero was a dedicated religious and missionary. He was imbued with a penitential spirit and practiced austerity in sleep, eating, and 
other activities. On August 28, 1784, worn out by his apostolic labors, Father Serra was called to his eternal rest.

The following are guidelines established by St. John's Cemetery Committee ... 

 Shrubs are not permitted on cemetery grounds  

 Flowers or plants may be planted in the ground, but must remain within 12 inches of base of memorial. NO Perennials are per-
mitted. 

 All artificial decorations must be removed within 14 days after specified holidays which are: Easter, Mother's Day, Memorial Day, 
Father's Day, July 4, Christmas, etc. 

 Placing of artificial flowers in the ground is forbidden 

 All rubbish is to be taken with you or placed in available receptacles located at top of cemetery 

 Please refrain from placing any tombstone in or on the grounds for one year after a death to allow the ground to settle back to its 
natural state.
