Pastor’s Message 
Dear Parishioners, 
Happy Independence Day! We celebrate and give thanks for the freedoms we 
enjoy in the United States which, unfortunately, are not shared by all people 
in our world. 
 

As we celebrate our freedom, however, our faith calls us to have a proper 
understanding of what true freedom is and the responsibility that is necessari-
ly joined to it. The popular understanding of freedom is that freedom is the 
ability to choose whatever one desires. Freedom is so valued in our culture, 
and this understanding of freedom is so ingrained in us, that we tend to look 
at everything through the biased lens of whether it promotes or restricts this 
type of freedom. For example, the overturning of Roe vs. Wade is taken by 
many as an “attack” on the ability to “choose.” But real freedom is not simply 
the ability to choose whatever one wants. In fact, this is a false notion of free-
dom that can actually do harm and even lead one into a kind of slavery. 
 

The person who is truly free is the one who knows what is good, desires what 
is good, and can move toward that good without being hindered by obstacles. 
For example, according to the popular 21st century American understanding of 
freedom, if I want a third donut for breakfast, I should be perfectly free to 
choose it, and this choice is good in and of itself. However, if I am authentical-
ly free, I know that my health is a much greater good than satisfying a craving 
for the pleasure of multiple donuts. Furthermore, I know that good health is 
important not just for myself but also because I have responsibilities to other 
people in my life and to society. I know that certain foods promote good 
health, and I have a stronger desire for those foods than for multiple donuts. 
(This example is not autobiographical, by the way.) 
 

This Independence Day we pray that more people in our society understand 
the difference between a false, self-centered type of freedom, and true free-
dom, which is rooted in truth and oriented toward the common good.

Healthy Notes 
If you’re watching your weight, don’t overlook the calories from milk, cream, and sweeteners 
(including flavored syrups) that you add to your coffee or tea. As a recent study in the journal 
Public Health found, they can add up fast. On average, coffee drinkers who used “caloric add-
ins” consumed an extra 69 calories a day, mostly from sugar, while tea drinkers consumed an 
extra 43 calories, compared with coffee and tea drinkers who drank the beverages “black”. 
Over a year, that adds up to more than 25,000 extra calories for coffee drinkers and nearly 
16,000 calories for tea drinkers, which could, at least in theory, lead to weight gains of 7 and 4 
1/2 pounds, respectively.

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St. Thomas 
St. Thomas was born a Jew and was called to be one of the twelve Apostles. His birth and death 
dates are unknown, but his feast day is celebrated July 3. He lived before the formal establishment 
of the Catholic Church but is recognized as the patron saint of architects. 
 
He was a dedicated but impetuous follower of Christ. When Jesus said He was returning to Judea 
to visit His sick friend Lazarus, Thomas immediately exhorted the other Apostles to accompany 
Him on the trip which involved certain danger and possible death because of the mounting hostility 
of the authorities. 
 
At the Last Supper, when Christ told His disciples that He was going to prepare a place for them to 
which they also might come because they knew both the place and the way, Thomas pleaded that 
they did not understand and received the beautiful assurance that Christ is the Way, the Truth, 
and the Life. 
 
St. Thomas is best known for his role in verifying the Resurrection of his Master. Thomas' unwill-
ingness to believe that the other Apostles had seen their risen Lord on the first Easter Sunday 
earned him the title of "doubting Thomas." 
 

Eight days later, on Christ's second apparition, Thomas was gently rebuked for his skepticism and furnished with the evi-
dence he had demanded - seeing in Christ's hands the point of the nails. Thomas even put his fingers in the nail holes and 
his hand into Christ's side. After verifying the wounds were true, St. Thomas became convinced of the reality of the Resurrec-
tion and exclaimed, "My Lord and My God," thus making a public Profession of Faith in the Divinity of Jesus. 
 
St. Thomas is also mentioned as being present at another Resurrection appearance of Jesus - at Lake Tiberias, when a mi-
raculous catch of fish occurred. 
 
This is all that we know about St. Thomas from the New Testament. Tradition says that at the dispersal of the Apostles after 
Pentecost this saint was sent to evangelize to the Parthians, Medes, and Persians. He ultimately reached India, carrying the 
Faith to the Malabar coast, which still boasts a large native population calling themselves "Christians of St. Thomas." 
 
According to tradition, Thomas was killed in an accident when a fowler shot at a peacock and struck Thomas instead. Follow-
ing his death, some of his relics were taken to Edessa while the rest were kept in what is now known as India. They can still 
be found within the San Thome Basilica in Chennai, Mylapore, India. 
 
The relics taken to Edessa were moved in 1258 to Italy, where they can be found in the Cathedral of St. Thomas the Apostle 
in Ortona, Italy. However, it is believed that Saint Thomas' skull rests in the Monastery of Saint John the Theologian on the 
Greek Island Patmos. 
 
In art, Saint Thomas is commonly depicted as a young man holding a scroll, or as a young adult touching the resurrected 
Christ's wounds. 
 
Saint Thomas was mentioned in several texts, including one document called The Passing of Mary, which claims then-
apostle Thomas was the only one to witness the Assumption of Mary into heaven, while the other apostles were transported 
to Jerusalem to witness her death. 
 
While the other apostles were with Mary, Thomas was left in India until after her first burial, when he was transported to her 
tomb and he saw her bodily assumption into heaven, when her girdle was left behind. 
 
In versions of the story, the other apostles doubted Thomas' words until Mary's tomb was discovered to be empty with the 
exception of her girdle. Thomas and the girdle were often depicted in medieval and early Renaissance art.

Dear Saint Thomas, 
You were once slow in believing that Christ had gloriously risen; but later, because you had seen him, you exclaimed: "My 
Lord and my God!"  According to an ancient story, you rendered most powerful assistance for constructing a church in a 
place where pagan priests opposed it. Please bless architects, builders and carpenters that through them the Lord may be 
honored. Amen.
