Message from Father Bobbin 
Dear Parishioners, 
 
This Wednesday, September 29, the Church celebrates the feast of the Arch-
angels: Michael, Gabriel, and Raphael. Saturday, October 2, is the memorial of 
the Guardian Angels. 
 
In our materialistic day and age, many people may dismiss belief in angels as 
childish or just a figment of our religious imagination. But our faith teaches 
that there truly do exist personal beings who were created by God as pure 
spirits with reason and free will. Some angels used their free will to rebel 
against God. We call these angels demons or evil spirits. Both angels and evil 
spirits exist among us and sometimes influence our lives, though always with-
in limits set by God. Who knows how many good things that happen in our 
lives are at least partly the work of God's angelic helpers? Who knows how 
many evil things that happen are at least partly the result of the influence of 
evil spirits in people's minds and hearts? 
 
These last few years we have revived the tradition of praying the Saint Mi-
chael Prayer at Mass. This prayer does not sit well with everyone. But the 
harsh and explicit wording of this prayer reminds us that we must take evil 
seriously. We have seen and continue to see the effects of evil in our world, in 
the Church, and in our own lives. Our faith speaks of “spiritual warfare” going 
on in the world. We don't win by denying that there is a battle. Thankfully, 
God has given us powerful protectors in the Archangel Michael and our 
Guardian Angels.
