Message from Father Bobbin
Dear Parishioners,

October 1 is the memorial of St. Therese of the Child Jesus, who is a very pop-
ular saint even though she only lived to the age of 24, and did not do anything
extraordinary by worldly criteria. Perhaps her appeal is partly in the fact that
she lived such a quiet life as a Carmelite Sister, with a very simple, childlike
relationship with God. She demonstrates that we do not have to do anything
extraordinary to be holy.

October 2 is the memorial of the Guardian Angels. Many people may dismiss
belief in angels as childish, but the Church has always believed in angels, and
even that we have our own guardian angels. Together, the memorials of St.
Therese and the Guardian Angels remind us to be humble, trusting, and child-
like in our relationship with God. Some of the greatest obstacles to a relation-
ship with God are not necessarily sins of weakness, but pride, arrogance, and
relying too much on oneself instead of depending on God and seeking His will.

October is also the month of the rosary. We are reminded to live our lives in a
relationship with Mary as our Mother. By living in a childlike relationship with
God as our Father and Mary as our Mother, we open ourselves to the power
of God's grace working in our lives to help us be the people He calls us to be,
to make an impact on the world around us, and to journey to our perfect
home in heaven.
