Message from Father Bobbin 
Dear Parishioners, 
As we are now several weeks into a new year of sacramental preparation, this 
may be a good time for a reminder about godparents and sponsors. The role 
of a baptismal godparent or Confirmation sponsor is to model what it means 
to live the Catholic faith and to accompany someone on his or her journey of 
faith. Because of this, a godparent or sponsor – logically – must be a practicing 
Catholic. He / she must be someone who strives to attend Mass every week-
end and is either married in the Church or living a chaste life. 
 

In the case of Baptism, it is traditional to have two godparents, a man and a 
woman, although it is only strictly necessary to have one. As long as there is 
one godparent who is a practicing Catholic and fits the requirements for god-
parents, there may be a second godparent who is a non-Catholic Christian. We 
call this person a “Christian witness.” 
 

When someone is asked to be a godparent or sponsor, he / she is usually 
asked to obtain a “sponsor certificate” or “letter of eligibility,” in other words, 
a piece of paper that vouches that the person fulfills the requirements to 
serve as a godparent / sponsor. Sometimes people request this of us here at 
St. John because they grew up here, or received sacraments here, or attended 
here at one time, but no longer. However, it is important to understand that 
such a certificate must come from the parish one is currently attending be-
cause, once again, it is vouching for the person that he / she is currently a 
practicing Catholic. 
 

If you are anticipating a Baptism or Confirmation in your family, please keep 
these things in mind and carefully consider who to choose as a godparent or 
sponsor. Choosing someone who does not fulfill the requirements only leads 
to tension and embarrassment. Baptisms and Confirmations should be joyful 
and grace-filled occasions for the recipient, the family, and the entire Church 
community!
