Looking ahead to the month of November… 
 
November begins with All Saints Day to celebrate and honor everyone who is 
in heaven, canonized or not. Because this solemnity falls on a Monday this 
year, it is not obligatory to attend Mass. We will only have our usual 9am 
Mass that day. However, if you are unable to attend Mass, consider doing 
something to acknowledge All Saints Day in your personal prayer, Scripture 
reading, or even doing something to celebrate the day.
